WAYS TO PRAY THIS WEEK:
A Praying Church: Ask that we will always pray and not lose 
heart (Luke 18:1). Ask that we may see what a tremendous 
privilege it is that we are invited and encouraged to draw near 
to God in prayer (James 4:8). Ask that by God’s grace we will 
daily bring our praises, confessions, petitions, thanksgivings, 
and intercessions. Ask that as a church, we will devote 
ourselves to praying together more (Acts 1:14). Pray that the 
Spirit will help us in our weaknesses and teach us how to pray 
(Rom. 8:26).

Missions & The Local Church: As we study the topic of 
missions together as a church for the next five weeks during 
the ministry hour, pray we would grow in our understanding 
of how God means to fulfill the Great Commission through 
local churches. Pray we would be faithful to take the gospel 
to the ends of the earth, whether that means overseas as a 
vocational missionary or making disciples closer to home.
